MATERIALS:  For the 8th grade band – new music will be passed out during the first weeks of 
school. The 7th grade band will start the year in their music book – Essential Elements 2000  Book 1.  
This is the same book that the sixth grade students will get during Instrument Rental Night – which will 
be held on Monday, September 21 – time to be announced 
 
STUDENT SUPPLIES:  Each band student is required to bring their instrument on the day they have 
band.  They will also need all of the music that has been handed out.  A folder will be given to each 
band member during the first weeks of school.  A locker will also be assigned to each band student- 
some students may share lockers.  Students who play a reed instrument must have a good reed at all 
times.  Brass players will need to have valve and slide oil at all times.  Woodwind students will be able 
to purchase reeds at the school office.  A new reed may last up to two weeks if treated well.
