Make Up Procedures: Students are responsible for keeping track of and making up 
missed work.

Late Work:  Students may turn in homework assignments late for 50%, however if you see me 
after school I can give you an extra assignment to bring your grade up to 100%. There is no reason 
your overall homework grade should not be 100%. DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST WEEK OF 
THE QUARTER TO DO MAKE-UP WORK! If a project is assigned, for each day late the student 
will lose 10%. If you have special circumstances, please talk to me. I try to be reasonable.
