Course Title: Spanish I

Course Standards/Objectives:
Above all, 7" grade Spanish is a course designed to initiate a lifelong interest in the Spanish language.
Students will be expected to:

Acquire basic conversational skills

Comprehend and use basic grammatical concepts

Learn the geographical placement of Spanish-speaking countries
Explore connections between culture and language

Identify societal applications for their newly acquired language skills

This introductory Spanish course is tied to both county and state standards. Spanish I is the prerequisite
for all other Spanish courses that follow.

Course Grading Specifics:

Tests Tests will primarily be in the format of unit tests. 30% of total grade
Tests usually take place twice quarterly.




Quizzes are both oral and written. They are given 20% of total grade
Quizzes periodically to check for student understanding.

Homework Students should expect to receive either one packet | 10% of total grade
due at the end of the week or several shorter
homework assignments at the teacher’s discretion.

Participation Participation is critical for success in learning the 25% of total grade
Spanish language. Participation includes: answering
questions in class, active engagement in games and
activities, following rules, and organization of
Spanish binder.

Make Up Procedures: Students are responsible for keeping track of and making up
missed work.

If you know you will be absent from school, please bring a note from your parents and turn it in
to the head secretary. She will give you a pre-excused absence form for you to fill out. This
should be completed at least 2 days prior to your absence. Make sure that you are clear about
the expectations and due dates of assignments before you leave.

Late Work: Students may turn in homework assignments a day late for 50%. If a project is
assigned, for each day late the student will lose 10%.
